3 Inserting the long bolts into the table legs and the table top

0 Ensure the table legs (B) are correctly aligned with the corners of the table top (A).
o Insert the long bolts (C) through the M8 washers (DD) and into the table legs (B).
O Attach the long bolts (C) to the table top (A) using the wrench (CC).
