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Step 6. Carefully feed fan wires through the holes in the rubber cap and make sure the rubber cap cover the hanging 
ball. (Fig.10)
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Note: After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be turned upward and pushed carefully up into the
outlet box. The wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the equipment-grounding conductoron 
one side of the outlet box and ungrounded conductor on the other side of the outlet box.

               This remote control unit is equipped with 16 code combinations to prevent possible interference from or to 
other remote units. The frequency switches on your receiver and remote control have been preset at the factory. Please 
remove the rubber plug on the receiver and recheck the dip switches.  Make sure the dip switches on the receiver and
 the remote control are set to the same position. Recover the rubber plug to avoid dip switches wet in outdoor location. 
(Fig.12). Any combination of settings will operate the fan as long as the switches in the remote control and receiver are 
set to the same position.

DIP SWITCH UNDER 
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Insert the blade through the slot on the fan motor assembly.  
Attach the blade to the fan motor assembly by using the three blade screws and three rubber washers. Tighten 
the screws and washers securely.  Follow the same process for the remaining three blades. (Fig.16)

FAN MOTOR ASSEMBLY 
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Step 1. Remove one of the screws from the light kit plate , but do not remove, the other three screws. (Fig.17)
Step 2. Place the key holes from the 26W LED assembly over the three screws previously loosened from the light kit plate. 
Turn the 26W LED assembly until it locks at the narrow section of the key holes. Secure by tightening the three screws 
previously loosened and the one screw previously removed. (Fig.17)

Step 1. Remove one of the screws from the fan motor assembly mounting plate , but do not remove, the other 
two screws. (Fig.18)
Step 2. Place the key holes from the 26W LED assembly over the two screws previously loosened from the fan motor
assembly mounting plate.Turn the 26W LED assembly until it locks at the narrow section of the key holes. Secure by 
tightening the two screws previously loosened and the one screw previously removed. (Fig.18)

WIRE CONNECTION PLUGS

Step 3. After you installed the 26W LED assembly into the fan motor assembly mounting plate, firmly snap the wire 
connection plugs together. (Fig.19)
Step 4. Carefully push the LED wire connection plugs into the fixing ring. Align the 3 holes from the fixing ring to the 
fan motor assembly mounting plate. Secure fixing ring with 3 screws provided.(Fig.19)

Install the glass shade to the light kit plate by tightening the four hand-locked screws 
(DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.)

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The reverse switch is located under the coupling cover(Figue 23). Silide the switch to left for warm weather 
operation. Slide the switch to right for cool weather operation.
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
