Introduction
This hedge trimmer is intended to be used by residential
homeowners to maintain bushes and hedges. It is designed

Charging the Battery Pack

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Operating Tips
• Use the power tool for cutting in either direction in a

slow, sweeping action from side to side.

• Stand so that you are stable and balanced on both feet.
Do not overreach.

• Inspect and clear the area of any hidden objects.

• Never use the hedge trimmer near power lines, fencing,
posts, buildings, or other immovable objects.

• Never use a blade after hitting a hard object without first
inspecting it for damage. Do not use if it is damaged.
