O Unscrew the mounting screws (DD) from the
fixture body (A) and remove the universal
crosshar (EE). Secure the universal crosshar
(EE) to the outlet box (not included) with the
outlet box screws (BB).

O Fasten the open end of the ground wire (bare
copper or green wire) to the ground wire from
the junction box or the ground screw (CC) on
the universal crossbar (EE).

O Connect the black wire of the power supply to
the black wire of the fixture and connect the
white wire of the power supply to the white
wire of the fixture.
