When using
an extension cord, use one heavy enough to carry the current your
product will draw. An undersized extension cord will cause a drop in
line voltage resulting in loss of power and overheating. The following
table lists the correct cord size depending on the length of the cord.
If you are in doubt, use the next heavier gage. The smaller the gage
number the heavier the gage.

Installing the Auxiliary Handle

Parts needed for this procedure:

1. Position the auxiliary handle on the shaft of the trimmer with the
smooth surface facing the operator (Figure 1).

3. Slide the latch from the left through the handle and brace as

1. Slide the guard onto the trimmer base as shown in Figure 2.

Starting the Trimmer

To start the trimmer, slide the lock switch back to the On position, then
squeeze the trigger (Figure 6).

Advancing the Line Manually

Disconnect the string trimmer from the power supply, then push the red
button at the base of the spool retainer while pulling on the trimmer
line to manually advance the line.

Edging

As an edger, press the rotator button and rotate the head as shown
in Figure 8.

Operating Tips
* Keep the trimmer tilted toward the area being cut; this is the best
cutting area.

® The string trimmer cuts when passing the unit from left to right.
This will avoid throwing debris at the operator.

* Use the tip of the string to do the cutting; do not force string head
into uncut grass.

* Wire and picket fences cause extra string wear, even breakage.
Stone and brick walls, curbs, and wood may wear string rapidly.

* Avoid trees and shrubs. Tree bark, wood moldings, siding, and
fence posts can easily be damaged by the strings.

Maintenance

After each use of the trimmer, complete the following:

*  Wipe the trimmer clean with a damp cloth. Do not hose the
trimmer down or submerge it in water.

* Wipe or scrape clean the cutting head area any time there is an
accumulation of debris.

Check and tighten all fasteners. If any part is damaged or lost,
repair or replace it.

* Brush debris away from air intake vents on the back of the shaft to
prevent the motor from overheating.

Replacing the Spool

Use only .065 in. (1.65 mm) diameter monofilament string. Use original
manufacturer’s replacement string for best performance (Toro part
number 88512).

1. Remove the battery.
2. Push in the tabs on the side of the spool retainer (Figure 10).




Note: Remove any old string remaining on the spool.

3. The spool will accept up to 15 feet of string.Use only .065 in.
(1.65 mm) diameter monofilament string.

Note: Do not use any other gauge or type of string, as this could
damage the trimmer.

4. Insert the string into the anchor hole in the upper part of the spool
(Figure 11). Wind the string onto the spool in the direction shown
by the arrows on the spool.

5. Place the string in the slot on the upper spool flange, leaving about
6 in. (152 mm) extended beyond the slot.

Note: Do not overfill. After winding the string, there should be at
least 1/4 in. (6 mm) between the wound string and the outside
edge of the spool.

6. Replace the spool and the spool retainer. Refer to Spool
Replacement earlier in this manual.
