BEFORE YOU START

Make sure you have all necessary parts by checking the diagram and parts list.

If any part is missing or damaged, please contact Cahaba Customer Service at
(866) 837-2550 for a replacement.

Turn off the hot and cold water supply at the angle stops and turn on the old
faucet to release any built up pressure. Remove existing faucet. Clean sink or
countertop to remove any debris, plumber's putty, or silicone.

Place bucket under angle stops. Turn on to flush any debris prior to installing
new plumbing. Shut off angle stops.

Pre-drilled hole size requirement: 1-3/8"

ASSEMBLE THE FAUCET

. . . IDENTIFY HOT AND COLD INPUT
1. Locate and identify the hot and cold input on the faucet body.

2. Attach the hoses to the faucet.

3. Attach the threaded pipe to the faucet assembly.

» NOTE: Tie a string or wrap a piece of tape around the end of the hot water
hose for easy identification later. HOT COLD

ATTACH HOSES AND THREADED PIPE

INSTALL THE FAUCET

1. Place the faucet through the hole in the sink deck or counter top.

2. Install the plastic rubber gasket (a), stainless steel gasket (b), and lock
nut (c) over the threaded pipe. Secure in place with the round head
screws (d) provided. Firmly tighten the screws. Do not overtighten.

CONNECT THE WATER

1. Thread the nut on the supply line onto the outlet of the water supply
valve and tighten with a wrench. Do not overtighten.

Attach supply line to
water supply valve.

» IMPORTANT: Remember the hot side inlet tube is indicated by a string
or tape. Avoid twisting wires together or placing the wires close to each
other and damaging.

FINISHING

1. After installation is completed, turn on the hot and cold water supplies. REMOVE AERATOR ASSEMBLY
Check for leaks.

2. Remove the aerator assembly by unscrewing it from the faucet in a
counterclockwise direction. Turn the faucet on to the warm position
where it mixes hot and cold water.
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3. Flush the water lines for one minute. This flushes away any debris that 5
could cause damage to internal parts. —_—

4. Check for leaks. Re-tighten any connections if necessary, but do not

overtighten. —

5. Reinstall the aerator assembly by hand tightening it back onto the

faucet.

RECOMMENDED CLEANERS

P For stains or light scratches, we suggest a mildly
aggressive cleaner. You can also try a paste of baking
soda and water, but be sure to rinse well and dry.

P For stubborn stains and more noticeable scratches, we
suggest a more aggressive cleaner such as Bar Keeper's
Friend©. For extremely stubborn stains, you may also try
to use a Scotch-Brite™ Pad.

SUGGESTED MAINTENANCE

P When using any of these cleaners, it is critical that you
rub in the direction of the grain lines, rinse completely

and towel dry.

P Inspect water hose supply lines monthly for abrasions to
the lines and any bulges that could indicate weakness to
the lines.

CAUTION

P Clean regularly to prevent the build up of calcification on
the faucet.

P Don't allow soap or other household cleansers to dry on
the surface of the linear faucet. Most brands contain
chemical additives which will affect the original finish.

P Don't use a steam cleaner as high temperatures can
damage your faucet.

P> Don't use solutions of chlorine bleach and water to clean
the faucet. Chlorides, which are found in most soaps,
detergents, bleaches, and cleansers, are very aggressive
to stainless steel. If left too long, they can cause surface
pitting.

P Don't use a steel wool pad to clean your faucet. If a more
abrasive product is needed, use a green Scotch-Brite™
pad, being sure to rub in the direction of the satin finish
lines. Steel wool pads have a tendency to break apart
and small particles of steel can become embedded in
the surface of the linear drain. The steel particles will
rust and will give the appearance that the faucet itself is
rusting.
