1 Assembling the light fixture

o Carefully unpack the fixture and lay out all
parts on clean surface.

1 Installing the mounting plate

CAUTION: Ensure the power is off at the
main fuse box prior to beginning installation.

o Turn off the switch at the wall.
o Turn the power off at the main fuse box.
o Screw the nipple (FF) into the hole in the

cross bar (BB) and secure with alock nut (EE).

o Attach the cross bar (BB) to the wall outlet
box using the outlet box screws (CC).

2 Connecting the wires

o Install the fixture bare copper ground wire (1)
under the ground screw (DD) on the cross bar
(BB).

o Connect the fixture ground wire (1) to the
supply ground wires (2) in the outlet box using a
wire nut (AA).

o Connect the white fixture wire (3) to the white
supply wire (4) in the outlet box using awire nut
(AA).

o Connect the black fixture wire (5) to the black
supply wire (6) in the outlet box using awire nut
(AA).

Installation (continued)

3 Hanging the light fixture

o Push all excess wires into the outlet box.

o Line up the hole of backplate (C) with the
nipple (FF), and then secure the fixture body (B)
to the wall with the finial (GG).

4 Assembling the glass shade

o Slide the glass shade (A) into fixture body (B)
to let it sitson cup (D).

5 Installing the bulb

o Prior to installing the bulb, inspect socket for
silica packet. If packet is present, then remove
and throw away. Do not expose it to children or
pets.

o Install the 120V, 60HZ, 100-watt max.
medium-base type A bulb (not included) in the
socket of the light fixture.
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Care and Cleaning

o Clean the light fixture with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use any cleaners with chemicals, solvents, or harsh abrasives.
