
INSTALLATION 

1. Unscrew exis
ng shower head from shower arm (pipe). 

2. Install filter housing (Back) onto shower arm. 

3. If leaking occurs, it may be necessary to apply Teflon 

tape to the pipe. 

OPERATION 

BEFORE ENTERING THE SHOWER 

1. Ac
vate filter by running hot water through the shower 

system. 

2. COOL TO DESIRED TEMPERATURE BEFORE ENTERING 

SHOWER. 

3. Replace the filter cartridge (model SLC) every 10,000 

gallons or 6 months, whichever comes first. 

MAINTENANCE 

1. Replace SLC filter cartridge every 10,000 gallons or 6 

months, whichever comes first.  

FILTER CARTRIDGE REPLACEMENT (SLC) Replace filter car-

tridge every 10,000 gallons or 6 months, whichever comes 

first. 

1. To open, unscrew shower filter housing. 

2. Remove used filter cartridge.  

3. Clean and lubricate O-rings with petroleum jelly. 

4. To close, screw housings together. 

RECYCLE FILTER CARTRIDGE 

1. Carefully poke a hole in the screen of the 

filter cartridge and empty contents into garden 

soil. 

2. Place the filter cartridge in with recyclables.
