INSTALLATION
* Remove 2 Shipping Rods (located on back panel)
* Connect Hot & Cold Water hoses.
Note: Cold water hookup is needed for condensing drying.
* Plug power cord into a 110V/60Hz outlet
* Place drain hose (using U-Connector provided) into a sink or standpipe - 28”-40" high
* Attached 4" vent host (not included) on the exhaust outlet if Venting option will be used
« Venting/Condensing button - Press to select drying option.

LAUNDRY PREP

* Load the machine to a maximum of 2/3 fulll

* Use High Efficiency (HE) detergent - approximately 1 tablespoon.
* Use liquid fabric softener - items tumble more freely and dry faster.

OPERATION

* WASH & DRY: Turn knob clockwise to setting - Set Dryer time (+/-) Select Options - Press START
* WASH ONLY: Turn knob clockwise to setting - Press START

* DRY ONLY: Turn knob to Dry Selection - Set Dryer time (+/-) - Press START

Note: Heat will not come on in wool cycle.
Water Saver button - Press to decrease water for small loads.
