1 Attaching the casters

o Be sure the drawers are locked and lay the cabinet (A)
on its top. Use packaging material to protect the finish.

o Attach the swivel casters (H) to the unit, on the same
side as the handle (B), inserting bolts (AA) through washers (BB)
and swivel casters(H) and into the cabinet (A).
Tighten with supplied hex key (DD) or 12 mm wrench/socket.

Repeat this process for the fixed casters (G) on the
opposite side of the cabinet (A).

o Return the cabinet (A) to its upright position.

CAUTION: Do not over tighten the bolts.

2 Attaching the parts tray

o Loosen bolts half-way from wood top with supplied
hex key (DD).

o Gently pull the wood top toward the front of
cabinet (A).

o Secure wood top with bolts loosen in step 1
and supplied hex key (DD).

o Place the parts tray (E) in the gap at the back of
wood top and tighten with bolts (CC) and supplied
hex key (DD).

After head of cord is in place,
slightly pull back 2-3"to ensure weather resistant "star
bursts”are facing toward the outside of box. Never
push the cord from inside box so that mating plug
points are exposed to the environment.

o Remove grease and oil with a standard nonflammable cleaning fluid.
