GHS Label elements, including precautionary statements

:

Keep away from heat, hot surfaces, sparks, open flames and other ignition sources. No 
smoking.
Do not get in eyes, on skin, or on clothing.
Use only outdoors or in a well-ventilated area.
Store in a well-ventilated place.
Leaking gas fire: Do not extinguish, unless leak can be stopped safely.
Eliminate all ignition sources if safe to do so.
IF INHALED:
Remove person to fresh air and keep comfortable for breathing.
Get medical advice/attention.
IF ON SKIN:
Thaw frosted parts with lukewarm water. Do not rub affected area.
Get immediate medical advice/attention.
DO NOT REMOVE THIS PRODUCT LABEL (or equivalent wording).
Protect from sunlight when ambient temperature exceeds 52 °C (125 °F).
Use a back flow preventive device in the piping.
Close valve after each use and when empty.
Never put cylinders into unventilated areas of passenger vehicles.
Read and follow the Safety Data Sheet (SDS) before use.
