General Mowing Tips

* Avoid striking solid objects with the blade. Never
deliberately mow over any object.

* For best performance, install a new blade before
the cutting season begins.

* Replace the blade when necessary with a Toro
replacement blade.

Cutting Grass

Cut only about a third of the grass blade at a time.
Do not cut below 51 mm (2 inches) unless the
grass is sparse or it is late fall when grass growth
begins to slow down.

*  When cutting grass over 15 cm (6 inches) tall,
mow at the highest cutting height setting and walk
slower; then mow again at a lower setting for the
best lawn appearance. If the grass is too long, the
machine may plug and cause the motor to stall.

* Wet grass and leaves tend to clump on the yard
and can cause the machine to plug or the motor to
stall. Avoid mowing in wet conditions.

* Be aware of a potential fire hazard in very dry
conditions, follow all local fire warnings, and keep
the machine free of dry grass and leaf debris.

» Alternate the mowing direction. This helps
disperse the clippings over the lawn for even
fertilization.

* If the finished lawn appearance is unsatisfactory,
try 1 or more of the following:

— Replace the blade or have it sharpened.
— Walk at a slower pace while mowing.

— Raise the cutting height on your machine.
— Cut the grass more frequently.

— Overlap cutting swaths instead of cutting a full
swath with each pass.

Cutting Leaves

* After cutting the lawn, ensure that half of the lawn
shows through the cut leaf cover. You may need
to make more than a single pass over the leaves.

* If there are more than 13 cm (5 inches) of leaves
on the lawn, mow at a higher cutting height and
then again at the desired cutting height.

* Slow down your mowing speed if the machine
does not cut the leaves finely enough.

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Maintenance

Remove the electric-start button and battery pack
from the machine before maintaining or cleaning the
machine.

Use only the manufacturer’'s recommended
replacement parts and accessories.

Inspect and maintain the machine regularly. Have
the machine repaired only by an Authorized Service
Dealer.

Lubricating the Machine

You do not need to lubricate the machine; all the
bearings have been lubricated at the factory for the
life of the machine.

Replacing the Blade

Service Interval: Yearly

Important: You will need a torque wrench to
install the blade properly. If you do not have a
torque wrench or are uncomfortable performing
this procedure, contact an Authorized Service
Dealer.

If the blade is damaged or cracked, replace it

immediately. If the blade edge is dull or nicked, have

it sharpened and balanced, or replace it.

A WARNING

The blade is sharp; contacting the blade can
result in serious personal injury.

Wear gloves when servicing the blade.

1. Remove the electric-start button and battery
pack from the machine.

2. Use a block of wood to hold the blade steady
(Figure 22).

3. Remove the blade, saving all mounting hardware

(Figure 22).

Important: Position the curved ends of the
blade to point toward the machine housing.

5. Use a torque wrench to tighten the blade bolt
to 68 N-m (50 ft-Ib).

Important: A bolt torqued to 82 N-m (60
ft-b) is very tight. While holding the blade
with a block of wood, put your weight
behind the ratchet or wrench and tighten the
bolt securely. This bolt is very difficult to
overtighten.




Storage

Important: Store the machine, battery pack, and
charger only in temperatures that are within the
appropriate range; refer to Specifications (page
10).

Important: If you are storing the machine for a
year or longer, remove the battery pack from the
machine and charge the battery pack until 2 or 3
LED indicators turn blue on the battery. Do not
store a fully charged or fully depleted battery.
When you are ready to use the machine again,
charge the battery pack until the left indicator light
turns green on the charger or all 4 LED indicators
turn blue on the battery.

* Disconnect the product from the power supply (i.e.,
remove the battery pack) and check for damage
after use.

* Clean all foreign material from the product.

*  When not in use, store the machine, electric-start
button, battery pack, and battery charger out of the
reach of children.

* Keep the machine, battery pack, and battery
charger away from corrosive agents, such as
garden chemicals and de-icing salts.

* To reduce the risk of serious personal injury, do
not store the battery pack outside or in vehicles.

» Store the machine, battery pack, and battery
charger in an enclosed clean, dry area.

Preparing the Battery Pack
for Recycling

Important: Upon removal, cover the terminals of
the battery pack with heavy-duty adhesive tape.
Do not attempt to destroy or disassemble the
battery pack or remove any of its components.

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California Proposition 65 Warning Information

What is this warning?

You may see a product for sale that has a warning label like the following:

A WARNING: Cancer and Reproductive Harm—www.p65Warnings.ca.gov.

What is Prop 65?

Prop 65 applies to any company operating in California, selling products in California, or manufacturing products that may be sold in or brought into
California. It mandates that the Governor of California maintain and publish a list of chemicals known to cause cancer, birth defects, and/or other
reproductive harm. The list, which is updated annually, includes hundreds of chemicals found in many everyday items. The purpose of Prop 65 is to
inform the public about exposure to these chemicals.

Prop 65 does not ban the sale of products containing these chemicals but instead requires warnings on any product, product packaging, or literature with
the product. Moreover, a Prop 65 warning does not mean that a product is in violation of any product safety standards or requirements. In fact, the

California government has clarified that a Prop 65 warning “is not the same as a regulatory decision that a product is ‘safe’ or ‘unsafe.” Many of these
chemicals have been used in everyday products for years without documented harm. For more information, go to https://oag.ca.gov/prop65/fags-view-all.

A Prop 65 warning means that a company has either (1) evaluated the exposure and has concluded that it exceeds the “no significant risk level”; or (2)
has chosen to provide a warning based on its understanding about the presence of a listed chemical without attempting to evaluate the exposure.

Does this law apply everywhere?

Prop 65 warnings are required under California law only. These warnings are seen throughout California in a wide range of settings, including but not
limited to restaurants, grocery stores, hotels, schools, and hospitals, and on a wide variety of products. Additionally, some online and mail order
retailers provide Prop 65 warnings on their websites or in catalogs.

How do the California warnings compare to federal limits?

Prop 65 standards are often more stringent than federal and international standards. There are various substances that require a Prop 65 warning
at levels that are far lower than federal action limits. For example, the Prop 65 standard for warnings for lead is 0.5 pg/day, which is well below
the federal and international standards.

Why don’t all similar products carry the warning?
®  Products sold in California require Prop 65 labelling while similar products sold elsewhere do not.

¢ A company involved in a Prop 65 lawsuit reaching a settlement may be required to use Prop 65 warnings for its products, but other companies
making similar products may have no such requirement.

® The enforcement of Prop 65 is inconsistent.

® Companies may elect not to provide warnings because they conclude that they are not required to do so under Prop 65; a lack of warnings for a
product does not mean that the product is free of listed chemicals at similar levels.

Why does Toro include this warning?

Toro has chosen to provide consumers with as much information as possible so that they can make informed decisions about the products they buy and
use. Toro provides warnings in certain cases based on its knowledge of the presence of one or more listed chemicals without evaluating the level of
exposure, as not all the listed chemicals provide exposure limit requirements. While the exposure from Toro products may be negligible or well within the
“no significant risk” range, out of an abundance of caution, Toro has elected to provide the Prop 65 warnings. Moreover, if Toro does not provide these
warnings, it could be sued by the State of California or by private parties seeking to enforce Prop 65 and subject to substantial penalties.
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
