Making the Electrical
Connections

TO AVOID POSSIBLE ELECTRICAL SHOCK, BE

If you feel you do not have enough electrical
wiring knowledge or experience, have your fan
installed by a licensed electrician.

This remote control unit is equipped with 16 code
combinations to prevent possible interference
from or to other remote units. The frequency
switches on your receiver and transmitter have
been preset at the factory. Please recheck to make
sure the switches on the transmitter and the
receiver are set to the same position, any
combination of settings will operate the fan as
long as the transmitter and receiver are set to the
same position. (Figure 12).

Speed settings for warm or cool weather depend
on factors such as the room size, ceiling height,
number of fans, etc.

The Reverse switch is located on the top of motor
housing. Slide the switch to the Left for warm
weather operation. Slide the switch to the Right for
cool weather operation.

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Care of Your Fan

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain
your fan.

1.

Because of the fan's natural movement, some
connections may become loose. Check the
support connections, brackets, and blade
attachments twice a year. Make sure they are
secure. (It is not necessary to remove fan from
ceiling.)

. Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its

new appearance over the years. Do not use
water when cleaning. Use only a soft brush or
lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. The
plating is sealed with a lacquer to minimize
discoloration or tarnishing. Do not use water
when cleaning. This could damage the motor, or
the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock.

. You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to

the wood blades for additional protection and
enhanced beauty. Cover small scratches with a
light application of shoe polish.

. There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has

permanently lubricated sealed ball bearings.

Lamping in excess
of 190 watts will disable your ceiling fan's light kit. To reset your light
kit you must turn the power off and relamp, keeping the wattage under
190 watts. Restore power to your ceiling fan and continue normal
operation.

Do not connect the fan with a wall mounted variable speed control(s).
Make sure the dip switches are set correctly.
