Installing Your Fan

Tools Required

Phillips screwdriver, straight slot screwdriver,
adjustable wrench, step ladder, and wire cutters.
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Mounting Options
If there isn't an existing UL listed mounting box,
then read the following instructions. Disconnect

the power by removing fuses or turning off circuit
breakers.

Secure the outlet box directly to the building
structure. Use appropriate fasteners and building
materials. The outlet box and its support must be
able to fully support the moving weight of the fan
(at least 35 Ibs). Do not use plastic outlet boxes.

TO REDUCE THE RISK OF FIRE, ELECTRIC

To hang your fan where there is an existing fixture
but no ceiling joist, you may need an installation
hanger bar as shown in Figure 3 (available at any
Home Depot retailer).



Hanging the Fan

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the
steps below to hang your fan properly.

1.

Attach the mounting bracket to the outlet box
with two screws and washers provided with the
outlet box. Make sure the bracket is tight and
secured (Fig. 4).

Lift fan into position by hanging the motor
assembly onto the hook from the ceiling
mounting bracket allowing it to hang freely

(Fig. 5).
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Making the Electrical
Connections

REMEMBER to disconnect the power.

If you feel you do not have enough electrical
wiring knowledge or experience, have your fan
installed by a licensed electrician.

Follow the steps below to connect the fan to your
household wiring. Use the wire nuts supplied with
your fan. Secure the wire nuts with electrical tape.
Make sure there are no loose strands or
connections.

. Connect the ground cnductor of the 120V
supply (this may be a bare wire or a wire with
green colored insulation) to the green ground
lead(s) of the fan (Figure 6).

. Connect the fan motor white wire to the supply
white (neutral) wire using a wire nut. (Figure
6)

. Connect the fan motor black wire to the supply
black (hot) wire using a wire nut (Figure 6).

. Connect the blue wire for light kit to the black
household supply wire.

. Turn wire nut connections upward, spreading
them apart so the green (ground) will be on one
side of the outlet box and the white, black and
blue wire will be on the other side, and push
carefully up into the outlet box.

CHECK TO SEE THAT ALL CONNECTIONS ARE
TIGHT, INCLUDING GROUND, AND THAT NO
BARE WIRE IS VISIBLE AT THE WIRE NUTS.
EXCEPT FOR THE GROUND WIRE.

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Finishing the Fan
Installation

1.

Move fan into position over the four mounting
studs and secure with the provided washers and
nuts (Fig. 7).

2. Raise the motor housing up against the
mounting bracket, the four supports inside the
housing should be placed against the four studs
on mounting bracket, twist the housing
clockwise until snug (Fig. 8).
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Attaching the Fan Blades

Step 1. Attach blades to blade arms using three
screws with fiber washers. (Fig. 9) Start a screw
into the blade arm, do not tighten. Repeat for the 2
remaining screws and washers.

Step 2. Tighten each screw securely starting with
the center screw. Make sure the blade is straight.
Repeat steps for the remaining blades.

Step 3. Fasten the blade assemblies to the motor
housing by lining up the slots of the blade arms
with the tabs on the motor housing, then tighten
the two screws and washers already installed in the
blade arms. (Fig. 10)

Blade Balancing

The following procedure should correct most fan wobble. Check after each
step.

1. Check that all blade and blade arm screws are secure.

2. Most fan wobble problems are caused when blade levels are unequal.
Check this level by selecting a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of
the blades. Measure from a point on the center of each blade to the point
on the ceiling. Measure this distance as shown in Figure 11. Rotate the fan
until the next blade is positioned for measurement. Repeat for each blade.
Measurements deviation should be within 1/8”. Run the fan for 10
Minutes.

3. Use the enclosed Blade Balancing Kit if the blade wobble is still
noticeable.

Operating Your Fan

WAIT FOR FAN TO STOP BEFORE REVERSING

THE DIRECTION OF THE BLADE ROTATION.

Turn on the power and check the operation of the
fan. The pull chain controls the fan speed as
follows:

1 pull - High
2 pulls - Medium
3 pulls - Low
4 pulls - Off.

Speed settings for warm or cool weather depend
on factors such as the room size, ceiling height,
number of fans, and so on.
The slide switch controls directions: forward
(switch down) or reverse (switch up).

Warm weather - (Counter Clockwise Direction)
A downward air flow creates a cooling effect as
shown in Figure 12. This allows you to set your air
conditioner on a higher setting without affecting
your comfort.

Cool weather - (Clockwise Direction) An upward
air flow moves warm air off the ceiling are as
shown in Figure 13. This allows you to set your
heating unit on a lower setting without affecting
your comfort.
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Care of Your Fan

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain
your fan.

1.

Because of the fan's natural movement, some
connections may become loose. Check the
support connections, brackets, and blade
attachments twice a year. Make sure they are
secure. (It is not necessary to remove fan from
ceiling.)

Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its
new appearance over the years. Do not use
water when cleaning. Use only a soft brush or
lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the finish.
The plating is sealed with a lacquer to
minimize discoloration or tarnishing. Do not
use water when cleaning. This could damage
the motor, or the wood, or possibly cause an
electrical shock.

You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to
the wood blades for additional protection and
enhanced beauty. Cover small scratches with a
light application of shoe polish.

There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has
permanently lubricated sealed ball bearings.

Check main and branch circuit fuses or breakers.
Check line wire connections to the fan and switch wire
connections in the switch housing.

Make sure all motor housing screws are snug.

Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the
motor hub is tight.

Make sure wire nut connections are not rattling against each
other or the interior wall of the switch housing.

Allow a 24-hour "breaking-in" period. Most noises
associated with a new fan disappear during this time.

. If using the ceiling light kit, make sure the screws securing

the glassware are tight. Check that the light bulb is also
secure.

Make sure there is a short distance from the ceiling to the
canopy. It should not touch the ceiling.

Make sure your ceiling box is secure and rubber isolator
pads are used between mounting bracket and outlet box.

MAKE SURE THE POWER IS OFF AT THE ELECTRICAL
PANEL BOX BEFORE YOU ATTEMPY ANY REPAIRS.
