Attaching the shade to the fixture body

fixture body (B).

 Carefully turn the shade (A) clockwise until it locks into 
place. The shade (A) only turns about 1/8 of a turn. 
Do not over tighten.  

Plug in the power. Turn on the switch to activate the fixture.

mounting screws (BB) slide into the narrow ends of the 
keyholes on the fixture body (B).
