KNOW YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER (See Figure 1.)

The safe use of this product requires an understanding of the information on the product and in
this operator’s manual as well as a knowledge of the project you are attempting. Before use of
this product, familiarize yourself with all operating features and safety rules.

GUARD
The guard helps to deflect chips or other debris away from the operator’s hands.

SWITCH TRIGGER

The switch trigger, located beneath the rear handle, and the lock-off button, located behind the
auxiliary handle, must be depressed simultaneously to allow blade rotation.




ASSEMBLY

BATTERY

IMPORTANT! The battery pack is not charged when it is purchased. Before using the hedge
trimmer for the first time, place the battery pack in the battery charger and charge for 24 hours.
Make sure to read all safety precautions, and follow the instructions in the Battery Charger
section. With regular use, it will need shorter charging time. If storing for a prolonged period of
time, remove the battery. When ready to use again, charge the battery pack for at least 24 hours
again. Nickel-cadmium batteries can develop a memory for usages and storage time.

To remove (See Figure 2.)
1. Press the battery release button found at rear of battery.

2. Grasp the trigger handle (2) firmly. Pull the battery pack out of the handle.

NOTE: The battery pack fits snugly into the handle to prevent accidental dislodging. It may require
a strong pull to remove.

To install (See Figure 2.)
1. Align the tongue (3) of the battery pack with the cavity in the handle housing.
2.Grasp the handle (2) firmly.

3. Push the battery pack into the handle until the battery release latch (1) has engaged and
locked.

4. Do not use force when inserting the battery pack. It should slide into place and click.

BLADE

IMPORTANT! DO NOT remove the blade assembly unless it needs sharpening, straightening, or
replacing. Take it to a qualified person for repair.
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ASSEMBLY

AWARNING

To avoid injury and to reduce the risk of electrical shock or fire:
* Replace the battery pack or charger immediately if the battery case or charger cord is
damaged.

» Always make sure the hedge trimmer switch is OFF before inserting or removing the
battery pack.

» Always make sure the battery pack is removed and the switch turned OFF, before
inspecting, adjusting, or maintaining any other part of the hedge trimmer.

* Read, understand, and follow the Battery Charger instructions.

AWARNING
To avoid personal injury:
» Handle the blade with care.

* Do not place your fingers or hand between the notches in the blade or in any position
where they could get pinched or cut.

» Never service the blade or hedge trimmer unless the battery pack is removed.

» Do not use if the blade assembly is damaged or bent. Take to a qualified person to
straighten, replace, or sharpen.
* Always keep both hands on the hedge trimmer handles to prevent your hand from
touching the blade.
IMPORTANT! Lubricate the blade before and after each use. Ignoring this step will decrease
blade life and hamper operation. (See the Maintenance Section)

The plastic sheath protects persons from injury and protects the blade from damage when the
hedge trimmer is not in use. (See Figure 3.)
« Slide the sheath (1) onto the blade, placing the sheath on the same side as the support
bar (2).




OPERATION

ON/OFF SWITCHES & CIRCUIT-BREAKER (See Figure 4.)

The hedge trimmer has two switch controls and a lock-OFF button used together to prevent
accidental start-ups or injury.
1. Place one hand on the trigger handle (1). Place the other hand on the Auxiliary handle (2).

2.Slide the lock-OFF button (4) toward the rear of the handle and hold.
3. Squeeze the trigger switch (3). The hedge trimmer will turn ON.

4.Release the lock-OFF button. The hedge trimmer will stay on as long as the trigger
handle the trigger switch are squeezed ON.

5. The hedge trimmer will stop if you release either the trigger handle. Holding both
switches with both hands is required to keep the hedge trimmer ON.

IMPORTANT: If the hedge trimmer is accidentally dropped, the hedge trimmer will turn OFF
and the blade will coast to a stop after several seconds. The hedge trimmer will then be locked
OFF again.

NOTE: The hedge trimmer has a manual reset Circuit breaker button (5). If the motor over current
for any reason, the Circuit breaker button (5) will trip to shut off the motor. The Circuit breaker
button (5) must be press-in before start this hedge trimmer.

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BATTERY CHARGER

CHARGING PROCEDURE (See Figure 5.)

With regular use, the battery pack will need 90 MINUTES or less to fully charge. Allow the
battery to fully discharge before recharging. It is recommended to charge the battery pack
every 3 months when not in use.

1. Plug the charger into an AC power outlet.

2.Insert the battery pack (3) into the charge, the power LED (1) will turn red. Make sure the
latch and battery are fully inserted into the charger.

3. Wait 5 seconds, the status LED (2) will turn red, indicating a connection to the power
source and that the battery is charging.

4.When the battery has become fully charged, the status LED (2) will turn green. The
battery can be stored in the charger, as long as the charger is not plugged in.

NOTE: During charging operation if the Status LED begins to flash red, indicating that the battery
requires replacing.

CHECKING THE CHARGE

If the battery pack does not charge properly:
» Check the current at the power outlet with another tool. Make sure that the outlet is not
turned off.
» Check that the charger contacts have not been shorted by debris or foreign material.

« If the surrounding air temperature is not normal room temperature, move the charger and
battery pack to a location where the temperature is between 50°F and 100°F .
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BATTERY CHARGER

AWARNING

If the battery is inserted into the charger when warm or hot the CHECK BATTERY indicator light
may switch on. If this occurs allow the battery to cool outside of the charger for 30 minutes.

CHARGER MAINTENANCE

» Keep the charger clean and clear of debris. Do not allow foreign material into the recessed
cavity or on the contacts. Wipe with a dry cloth. Do not use solvents, water, or place in wet
conditions.

 Always unplug the charger when there is no battery pack in it.

* Give the batteries a full charge before placing in storage. Do not recharge a fully charged
battery pack. Overcharging shortens the battery life.

» Recharge the battery pack anytime you notice there is less power. Never let the batteries
become completely discharged.

 Keep the charger stored in normal room temperature. Do not store it in excessive heat. Do
not use in direct sunlight. Always recharge in a room temperature of 50°F to 100°F. If the
battery pack is hot, let it cool down before recharging.

« Disconnect the charger from the AC power outlet when not in use and once battery has
reached a full charge.

CHARGER MOUNTING (See Figure 6.)
1. This charger can be installed hanging on a wall using two screws (not supplied)
2.Locate the placement for the charger to be wall mounted.
3. If fastening to wood studs use 2 wood screws.
4. Drill two holes 2 3/8" on center. Ensure they are level.

5. If fastening to drywall use wall anchors and screws to secure the charger to the wall.

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MAINTENANCE

AWARNING
