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1. Select Multimedia Icon (Image 4), then press OK on your remote or projector. 

2. Select Preload Icon (Image 5), then press OK on your remote or projector. 

3. To play all videos, press play (Image 6) on the remote or projector; to select specific videos, 

highlight the videos and press OK on the remote or projector and a small checkmark will 

appear. After a few seconds of non-activity, a small preview video will appear. To exit out of 

preview mode, simply move using the arrow keys or press play and the videos will enter full 

screen format.
