INSTALLATION

Please read these instructions before using the DYNATRAPEXL Insect Eliminator and keep

for future reference.
1. Always turn unit off and disconnect plug before servicing, cleaning, or changing bulbs.
2. Do not mount the unit near heat, gas, oil or other flammable materials.
3. Mount product out of reach from children.
4. Never operate this product if it has o domaged cord or plug, if it is not working properly, if it has been dropped or

damaged, or if it has been dropped info water.

5. This product is equipped with 2-conductor cord and 2-prong polarized plug as a safety feature. This plug will it in a
polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fully fit in the outlet, then reverse the plug. If it sfill does not fit,
then contact a qualified electrician. To reduce the risk of electrical shock, only plug info a properly installed outlet. Do
not attempt to defeat this safety feature.
Do not insert fingers or any foreign objects into the unit while it is connected to an electrical outlet.
Collected insects within the unit may contribute fo fire, so clean insects from the unit frequently.
Do not clean this product with water spray. Do not place where it can fall into water, or near flammable materials.
Do not touch fan while in motion.

. Do not abuse cord—never carry or hang unit by cord or yank it to disconnect from receptacle. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, or sharp edges.

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HOW THE DYNATRAP®XL INSECT ELIMINATOR WORKS

Flying insects are attracted o the unit by the light along with the CO,, that is generated by the photo-catalysis between the UV
lamps and the Ti0, coat, and then the fon puls the insects into the net, trapping them until they dehydrate and die.

The screened base can be removed, so you can periodically empty the contents into the trash. The screen allows

you to see what's frapped in the compartment, alerting you when the nef needs to be empfied.

1. Unpack unit. Save carfon for offseason storage.

2. If hanging or mounting the unit place approximately 5-6 fest above floor /ground level for optimal catch rate
and easy access for deaning.

3. Plug cord into an outdoor outlet or UL lsted extension cord as described in “IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS”.

4. For best catch results leave unit on at all fimes, except when cleaning or servicing.

5. Catch rate activity will be higher at night. For best catch results it is recommended to place unit away from
other competing light sources.

CLEANING

Frequent cleaning will prolong the life of the unit, insure fire prevention and provide for more efficient operation.
1. Be sure to clean the unit at least once a week.
2. Switch the unit off and unplug before cleaning.
3. For weekly cleaning, remove the net and clear any build up from the inside of the trap with a brush.

REPLACING BULBS

Light bulbs lfe expectancy is approximately 5,000 hours (or about 6 months), and should be replaced alter that
time has passed in order to maintain optimal UV effectiveness. Even though the bulb’s light may be visible fo you,
it's ability fo atfract insects diminishes over fime.
1. Tumn power switch 10 “off” position, UNPLUG UNIT, and allow bulbs to ool before replacing.
2. Carefully turn bulb counterclockwise and then pull bulb straight out.
3. Locate and inset the new bulbs into sockets, carefully tum clockwise, and make sure the prongs of the bulb
are seated properly.
